Dear Parent or Guardian,


Your child has expressed interest in participating in a special science lab on 
either Tuesday February 11th, or Wednesday February 12th. Should your child wish to participate, the exact date will be determined a few days prior. 
More than 10 years ago, after our series of labs to find the density of various objects, a student in a sixth grade science class asked if there was a way to find the density of a human being. Research led us to some websites showing students finding their own density. Our students were excited to do the same, so the teachers spoke with administrators who said that we could do the same experiment, as long as the parents or guardians of the students who wish to participate gave their permission. 


Your child has expressed an interest in participating in the lab to find his/her own density. Before you sign the permission slip, please review the following steps of the procedure:

1. We will measure your child’s weight on a scale and the students will convert the pounds to grams.

2. Your child will step into a large container of warm water (like the kind a landscaper uses to collect grass) that will be placed in a small pool, and we will allow the water to overflow into the pool as the child submerges.
3. Students will collect and measure the water that overflowed to find the volume of your child. We will then divide the child’s mass by their volume to calculate the density. We will do this with several students and compare the results.
4. Subsequent lessons in science class will discuss the results and how it relates to what the students already learned about density. 
5. If you choose to have your child participate, he/she should come to school in regular clothing. He/she should bring a bathing suit and a towel in a bag. The water will be heated and so will the classroom. Also, a hairdryer will be provided.
